                           Apologies were received from Councillors B Jeffreys, Handley, Moiser, Penn, Vause and Walker.

                          There were no declarations of interest 
PR2190          REPORT OF THE ARTS PROGRAMME MANAGER – BONFIRE NIGHT EVENT
                          Members were in receipt of the above report
                          The Arts Programme Manager (APM) informed Members that the report states the facts regarding the
                          Bonfire Night Event. He reiterated the fact that there is no provision in the budget for the event and told
                          Members that although preparations have started, we are not committed at this stage. 
                          A lengthy discussion took place regarding insurance, staffing and pricing. Members agreed that the event 

                          should go ahead especially as it hasn’t taken place for the last two years due to covid. The people of Goole
                          look forward to the event. 

                          The APM informed Members that ideally, we need as many presales as possible meaning less money taken 

                          at the gate. He told members that our policy is to refund payment should we cancel. This would only be in 
                          the event of a major storm, even then we would probably reschedule to a different night.
                          The APM informed Members that to cover costs the price will have to increase slightly. This raised a                         

                          discussion regarding sourcing sponsorship which may help to keep the costs down. He told Members that
                          a site visit is required prior to the event as trees have grown around the area where the fireworks used to be

                          situated.

                          Councillor Raspin PROPOSED that the Bonfire Night Event goes ahead.

                          This was SECONDED by Councillor Turner.
                           It was RESOLVED that the Bonfire Night Event goes ahead.

 PR2191         OPTION APPRAISAL FOR VPG REDEVELOPMENT
                         Members were in receipt of the above report
                       The Town Clerk informed Members that some of them have already seen the presentation. He explained that
                       there are two options and the Towns Deal Board needs to know the preferred option.
                       Option 1 – New 3G pitch, 6 lane 110 metre sprint track, 200 metre 2 lane loop track, long jump and high jump,
                       new single storey stand with changing rooms and multi-use areas leading out onto the pitch. The design is fairly 
                       basic with an estimated cost of £2.5 million.

                       Option 2 – A similar layout with a new 3G pitch and athletics track. The main difference is the stands which
                       are two storey, covered and seat 250. There is a café/multi-function area with pull across walls which is ideal

                       for private functions. There is disabled access and two bars, making it ideal for Rugby and Football.
                       A discussion took place regarding the naming of stands, the possibility of trackside toilets and funding.
                       The Town Clerk informed Members that nothing is set in stone at this point. He stated that Option 2 looks much

                       better, however it is more costly with an estimated cost of £4.65 million. If Members agree in principle, funding
                       can be investigated. He said that The Towns Deal Board is keen on Option 2 therefore a strong business case can 

                       be put forward. Option 2 also has more scope for income from private functions, schools, and corporate use.
                       The Town Clerk informed Members that The Towns Deal Board will oversee national tenders with 10% of the 
                       cost going out to local tender. 

                       Councillor Bailey PROPOSED that Option 2 is the preferred option.
                       This was SECONDED by Councillor Turner.
                       Members voted all in favour of the PROPOSAL.
                       It was RESOLVED that Option 2 is the preferred option.
